Indian Travois
Patrol makes an Indian travois and loads everything from their sled on it then pulls it from point A to point B and back to point A. An Indian Travois consists of a platform or netting mounted on two long poles, lashed in the shape of an elongated isosceles triangle; the frame is dragged with the sharply pointed end forward. Sometimes the blunt end of the frame was stabilized by a third pole bound across the two poles.
